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Rudston’s Recipes

ROAST TURKEY WITH HERB BUTTER

Ingredients

12-14lb whole turkey

225g unsalted bu8er, so(ened

2 tbsp fresh sage, finely chopped

2 tbsp fresh rosemary, finely chopped

2 tbsp fresh thyme, finely chopped

2 cloves garlic, minced

Salt and black pepper to taste

1 lemon, halved

1 onion, quartered

1-1½ litres chicken or turkey broth

Method
● Preheat your oven to Gas mark 3/165°C/325°F.
● Rinse the turkey inside and out, then pat it dry with paper towels.  Place the turkey 

on a rack in a roas�ng pan.
● In a bowl, combine the so(ened bu8er, chopped sage, rosemary, thyme, minced 

garlic, salt and black pepper.  Mix un�l well combined.
● Carefully li( the skin of the turkey and rub the herb bu8er mixture evenly under the 

skin, covering the breast and thighs.
● Squeeze the lemon halves over the turkey, then place the lemon halves along with 

the onion quarters inside the turkey cavity.
● Pour ½ litre of the chicken or turkey broth into the bo8om of the roas�ng pan to 

create steam and keep the turkey moist.
● Tent the turkey with aluminium foil and roast in the preheated oven.  Plan on 

roas�ng for approximately 13-15 minutes per pound, or un�l the internal 

temperature reaches 74°C/165°F in the thickest part of the thigh.
● During the last hour of cooking, remove the foil to allow the turkey to brown.
● Once the turkey is done, remove it from the oven and let it rest for about 20-30 

minutes before carving.

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CLASSIC CHRISTMAS COOKIES

Ingredients
225g unsalted bu8er, so(ened

200g granulated sugar
2 large eggs

1 tsp vanilla extract
375g all-purpose flour
½ tsp baking powder

½ tsp salt
Food colouring (red, green, etc., op�onal)

Sprinkles, coloured sugar and icing for decora�ng

Method
● In a large mixing bowl, cream together the so(ened bu8er and granulated sugar un�l 

light and fluffy.
● Beat in the eggs one at a �me, followed by the vanilla extract.
● In a separate bowl, whisk together the flour, baking powder and salt.
● Gradually add the dry ingredients to the bu8er mixture, mixing un�l a dough forms.  

If you want to create coloured dough, divide it into separate por�ons and add food 

colouring to each.
● Divide the dough into two or more por�ons, wrap them in plas�c wrap and 

refrigerate for at least 1 hour or un�l the dough is firm.
● Preheat your oven to Gas mark 3/175°C/350°F and line baking sheets with 

parchment paper.
● Roll out the chilled dough on a lightly floured surface to your desired thickness 

(usually around ¼ inch).  Use cookie cu8ers to cut out fes�ve shapes.
● Place the cookies on the prepared baking sheets, leaving some space between them.
● Bake in the preheated oven for about 8-10 minutes or un�l the edges are lightly 

golden.
● Allow the cookies to cool on a wire rack before decora�ng with icing, sprinkles, 

coloured sugar or any other fes�ve decora�ons you like.
